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ABSTRAK

Bank merupakan lembaga keuangan yang memliki peran penting dalam perekonomian, salah satunya
sebagai lembaga intermediasi yang berfungsi sebagai perantara keuangan antara pihak yang kelebihan dana
(surplus unit) dan pihak yang kekurangan dana (deficit unit). Penelitian ini dilatarbelakangi karena belum
optimalnya penyaluran kredit yang diberikan perbankan. Sehingga penelitian ini dilakukan untuk
mendapatkan bukti tentang pengaruh dana pihak ketiga, Return On Assets (ROA), Non Performing Loans
(NPL), Capital Adequacy Ratio (CAR), dan Beban Operasional terhadap Pendapatan Operasional BOPO
terhadap kebijakan penyaluran kredit.

Penelitian ini menggunakan sampel perbankan yang terdaftar di Bursa Efek Indonesia selama periode
2007-2011 Sampel dalam penelitian ini dipilih secara purposive sampling sesuai dengan kriteria yang
ditentukan dan jumlah sampel dalam penelitian ini adalah 19 perusahaan. Dalam pengujian hipotesis
digunakan analisis regresi linear berganda untuk menjelaskan hubungan antara variabel dependen dengan
variabel independen.

Pengujian yang telah dilakukan dalam penelitian ini memberikan hasil bahwa DPK, Return On Assets (ROA),
dan Capital Adequacy Ratio (CAR), berpengaruh secara signifikan terhadap penyaluran kredit. Sedangkan
Non Performing Loans (NPL) dan Beban Operasional terhadap Pendapatan Operasional (BOPO) tidak
signifikan terhadap penyaluran kredit.

ABSTRACT

Banking is a very important part in the economy, one of them as intermediary institution that serves as a
financial intermediary between the parties that the excess funds (surplus units) and those who lack the funds
(deficit units). The research was also motivated because not optimal given bank lending. Thus this study was
to obtain evidence about the influence of third-party funds, Non-Performing Loans (NPL), Return on Assets
(ROA), Capital Adequacy Ratio (CAR), and Operational Expense to Operational Income (BOPO) towards
lending policy.

This research used banking sample listed in Indonesia Stock Exchange for the period of 2007-2011 The
samples in this research was selected by purposive sampling in accordance with the criteria determined and
the number of samples in this research are 19 companies. In hypothetical test, the multiple linear regression
analysis was used to explain the association between dependent and independent variables.

From the analysis results of this research provides results that DPK, Return on Assets (ROA), and Capital
Adequacy Ratio (CAR) influence significantly towards Credit Lending. Another result shows Non Performing
Loans (NPL) and Operational Expense to Operational Income (BOPO) insignificantly towards Credit Lending.
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
